1. Carefully unpack the fixture from the carton.

2. Using two machine screws (not provided) fasten the mount bracket (B) to
the electric box.

Note: A new electric box comes with screws. When replacing an existing
fixture, retain screws for use with the new fixture.

3. Toaid in installation of the fixture assembly (A), remove decorative
assembly (F) by removing the two black screws (G). Figure 1.

Note: Decorative assembly is shipped installed.

4. Hold the fixture assembly (A) close to the wall mount
bracket and using suitable wire connectors (not
provided), connect fixture wires to supply wires
(white to white and black to black). Ground the
mounting bracket using the green ground screw (D)
and cupped washer (E) to secure a pigtail lead to the
bracket and connect all ground wires (bare copper or
green to bare copper or green).

Caution: Make sure wire connectors are twisted on
securely, and no bare wires are exposed.

5. Carefully tuck all wires behind the fixture assembly
(A) and inside the wall mount bracket. Place the
fixture firmly onto bracket (B) and fasten with two #8
black screws (C) on top.

6. Install the two remaining black screws (C) in bottom
of fixture attaching to mounting bracket (B).

Using the diagram in figure 3, place a Tress Sm Tress Lg
mark on the wall to locate the spacer
assembly (H).

8. Hold spacer assembly (H) level on the A 1
wall and using two #10 screws (1)

assembly (H) to the wall.

9. Place decorative assembly (F) up into
fixture assembly (A) while aligning
standoff in decorative assembly (F) with
spacer assembly (H) and re-install black 19.7
screws (G). (Figures 1 & 4).

10. If adjustment is needed to hold decorative
assembly (F) plumb with wall, loosen
adjustment screw (J), move decorative
assembly (F) to desired position and 28.6
retighten screw (J). (Figure 4)

11. Restore electricity at main breaker.
